How to find the Purcell Room, Southbank Centre
Purcell Room (via Queen Elizabeth Hall entrance), Southbank Centre, London SE1 8XX
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LOCATION

The Purcell Room is accessed through the Queen Elizabeth Hall entrance. This is
located at the north end of Riverside Terrace (a terrace and bar outside Royal
Festival Hall, one level above Giraffe and Strada on the Southbank). To reach this
level from the Southbank you can use the staircase just to the south of Waterloo
Bridge (next to bfi film café), the painted yellow staircase beside Giraffe, or you can
climb the steps to Golden Jubilee Bridge and then walk the length of Riverside
Terrace. The event doors are marked by a large purple ‘Queen Elizabeth Hall’ sign.

TRANSPORT

By Tube

Waterloo (Bakerloo, Northern, Jubilee, and Waterloo & City lines): Take exit
5 from Waterloo station and head left on street level (signposted ‘Royal Festival
Hall"). Cross the first zebra crossing, then bear left so you’re walking along the
pedestrian island on Station Approach. Cross over the Pelican crossing immediately
ahead of you and continue down Sutton Walk (under the blue and white railway
bridge); this takes you onto Concert Hall Approach. Continue ahead, cross over
Belvedere Road and up the steps to the left of Royal Festival Hall. At the top of the
steps continue towards Golden Jubilee Bridge. Turn right when you reach the last
restaurant (Las Iguanas) and walk through the Riverside Terrace bar until you reach
Queen Elizabeth Hall at the far end.

Embankment (Circle and District lines): Take the Embankment Pier/South Bank
exit. As you leave the station walk up the steps immediately to your right onto
Golden Jubilee Bridge. After crossing the bridge continue down the steps immediately
ahead of you (i.e. do not take the steps to your left which go down to riverside
level). Turn immediately left before Las Iguanas restaurant so that you’re walking
parallel with the river along Riverside Terrace and through the outside bar. Ahead
you'll see a large purple sign for Queen Elizabeth Hall.

By Train
The nearest station is Waterloo. Take exit 5 (follow the instructions outlined above).

Parking

Southbank Centre has two car parks - Belvedere Road and The Hayward - operated
by Apcoa Parking UK (tel 020 7620 0357).
